DISCUSSION:

On July 27, 2004, as per Revenue and Taxation Code section 7286.43, the Fresno County
Board of Supervisors, sitting as the Fresno County Zoo Authority Board, adopted Ordinance
2004-1 establishing a special transactions and use tax (tax) at the rate of 0.10 percent for the
support of zoos, zoological facilities, and related zoological purposes in Fresno County. On
November 2, 2004, the Measure Z ordinance proposing the tax was approved by 73.4 percent
of Fresno County voters. The ordinance required all revenues, net of refunds, derived from the
tax to be expended exclusively for the support of zoos, zoological facilities, and related
zoological purposes within Fresno County. The proposed extension ordinance (Attachment A)
provides that all of the tax proceeds continue to be used to benefit the Fresno Chaffee Zoo.

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The proposed ordinance describes the expenditure plan and limits the tax to a 10-year period.
The statute authorizing the tax (Revenue & Taxation Code, section 7286.43) does not require a
fime limit on the tax.

The expenditure plan would continue to use the revenue from the extension tax as follows:

(1) The Authority would reimburse the County of Fresno for the costs of the election as
well as the cost of an election for a future extension tax, if a 10-year version of the
ordinance is adopted.

(2) Two percent of the revenues would be available to pay the Authority’'s administrative
expenses, for any consultants or staff the Authority needs.

(3) A minimum of two thirds of the remaining revenue shall be for capital improvement
projects, and up to one third shall be for operations and maintenance of the Fresno
Chaffee Zoo.

At the first reading on March 12, 2014, the tax was approved by a two-thirds vote of your Board,
and the second reading set for April 30, 2014.

Recommended Action 2 provides for members’ discussion of the original 2004 ballot language
(Attachment A); draft ballot language as recommended by members at the March 12, 2014
meeting (Attachment B); and draft ballot language as recommended by renewal proponents
(Attachment C.)

The resolution provided for Recommended Action 3 will include the ballot language approved in
Recommended Action 2, and the request that the Board of Supervisors place the ordinance on
the November 4, 2014 ballot.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The proposed extension of the Measure Z transactions and use tax under Revenue and
Taxation Code section 7286.43 must be approved by the voters. If your Board approves the
sales tax ordinance, and the Board of Supervisors approves its placement, it will be included on
the November 4, 2014 general election ballot. The proposed ordinance obligates the Authority
to repay the County its full share of the election expense (estimated at $38,000 to $45,000) from
the proceeds of the tax.

Ordinance No. 2014- 01

AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING AN EXTENSION OF THE COUNTYWIDE
TRANSACTIONS AND USE TAX FOR THE SUPPORT OF ZOOS, ZOOLOGICAL
FACILITIES, AND RELATED ZOOLOGICAL PURPOSES, TO BE ADMINISTERED BY
THE STATE BOARD OF EQUALIZATION.

The Fresno County Zoo Authority ordains as follows:

SECTION 1. Title and Summary.

This ordinance shall be known as the “Fresno County Zoo Authority Transactions
and Use Tax Ordinance.” If approved by the voters, this Ordinance will be an extension
of the transactions and use tax, and will be the same as the current tax (which expires
March 31, 2015), to be applicable in the incorporated and unincorporated territory of the
County, the proceeds of which are to be used exclusively for zoos, zoological facilities,
and related zoological purposes within the County.

SECTION 2. Submission to the Voters; Voter Approval; Operative Date.

This Ordinance is an ordinance calling for or otherwise relating to an election,
and shall therefore take effect immediately upon adoption by this Board. The provisions
of this Ordinance are to be submitted to the voters of the County for approval in order
that the successor transactions and use tax can become operative, as provided by
Revenue and Taxation Code section 7286.43. The tax submitted to the voters by this

Ordinance will therefore take effect only if at least two-thirds of the electors voting on



the measure at the November 4, 2014 election vote in favor of the measure. If
approved by the voters, the provisions of this ordinance authorizing the levy of one-
tenth of one percent (0.10%) transactions and use tax will become operative on the later
of April 1, 2015 or the first day of the first calendar quarter following the execution of the
State Board of Equalization contract in accordance with Section 5 of this ordinance.

SECTION 3. Provisions of Fresno County Zoo Authority Ordinance Regarding
Fresno County Zoo Authority Transactions and Use Tax.

Effective on the date the successor tax becomes operative under Section 2 of
this Ordinance, Section 1.010 of Fresno County Zoo Authority Ordinance No. 2004-1 is
amended to read as follows:

Section 1.010. Purpose.

This ordinance is adopted to achieve the following, among other, purposes
and directs that its provisions are interpreted to accomplish those purposes:

a. To impose a one-tenth of 1 percent (0.10%) retail transactions and use tax
according to the provisions of Part 1.6 (commencing with section 7251) of Division 2 of
the Revenue and Taxation Code, as specifically authorized by section 7286.43 of
Chapter 2.85 of Part 1.7 of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code;

b. To adopt a retail transactions and use tax ordinance which incorporates
provisions identical to those of the Sales and Use Tax Law of the State of California
insofar as those provisions are consistent with the requirements and limitations
contained in Part 1.6 of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code;

C. To adopt a retail transactions and use tax ordinance which imposes a tax
and provides a measure for it that the State Board of Equalization can administer and

collect in a manner that adapts itself as fully as practicable to, and requires the least



possible deviation from, the existing statutory and administrative procedures followed by
the State Board of Equalization in administering and collecting the California Sales and
Use Taxes;

d. To adopt a retail transactions and use tax ordinance which can be
administered in a manner which, to the greatest degree possible, will be consistent with
the provisions of Part 1.6 of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, will reduce
the cost of collecting the transactions and use taxes and simultaneously will reduce the
burden of record keeping upon persons subject to taxation under the provisions of this
ordinance.

e. To adopt a retail transactions and use tax ordinance that provides funding
for zoos, zoological facilities, and related zoological purposes within the County of
Fresno.”

SECTION 4. AUTHORITY EXPENDITURE PLAN
Section 4.010. Purpose of Ordinance

The purpose of this ordinance is to allow the Authority to fund the services and
programs authorized hereunder pursuant to Revenue and Taxation Code section
7286.43.

Section 4.020. Definitions
The following terms and phrases shall be defined in the manner listed below:

a. “Capital projects” shall mean improvement projects for facilities with a
useful life of five years or more as well as the acquisition of animals.

b. “Fresno Chaffee Zoo” shall mean the Fresno Chaffee Zoo in the City of

Fresno, or its successor.



C. “Administrative Costs” shall mean actual expenses incurred by the
Authority. Apportionment of any overhead and/or accounting of actual costs shall be
accomplished in accordance with the standards and procedures found in Title 2 Code of
Federal Regulations, Subtitle A, Chapter Il, Part 225.

Section 4.030. Imposition and Distribution Formula for Special Fresno County
Zoo Transaction and Use Tax

Under the authority granted pursuant to this ordinance as approved by the voters, a
one-tenth of one percent (0.10%) transaction and use tax is imposed for the special
purposes and programs specified hereunder. The proceeds of the special tax shall be
distributed in the following manner:

a. The proceeds of the special tax shall first be applied to reimburse Fresno
County for the costs of the election held pursuant to Revenue and Taxation Code
section 7286.43. The proceeds of the tax shall also be available to pay the costs of any
election for an extension of the tax.

b. Up to 2% of the annual special tax proceeds shall be allocated for
administrative costs as defined herein. This administrative allocation shall be made
based upon budgeted estimates of administrative costs prior to any distribution made in
any fiscal year.

C. The remaining annual special tax proceeds shall be distributed to the
Fresno Chaffee Zoo, on a reimbursement basis, for expenditures that fall within the
following limitations and are approved by the Authority:

1. A minimum of two-thirds of the funds shall be for capital projects in

the Chaffee Zoo approved by the Authority Board. Authority Board approval of



improvement projects for facilities will be based upon preliminary plans submitted by the
Fresno Chaffee Zoo.

2. Up to one-third of the funds shall be available for operations and
maintenance of the Fresno Chaffee Zoo.

d. Nothing herein shall prevent the Authority from authorizing multi-year
capital projects and/or programs within the time period established for this special tax,
or from pledging future annual special tax proceeds as security for loans to fund capital
projects.

e. The Fresno Chaffee Zoo shall provide the Authority with an annual use
statement demonstrating the use of said funds authorized by the Authority. The
statement shall be made in a form‘acceptable to the Authority and shall be approved by
a certified public accountant prior to its submission to the Authority. The Authority may
request status reports on the progress of projects and programs to be submitted to the
Authority for public discussion at any Authority meeting from time to time.

Section 4.040. Ineligible Activities
No funds received by the Fresno Chaffee Zoo shall be expended for the following
ineligible activities:

a. Activities normally funded by a city or county through state, federal and/or
local revenues such as animal control, health care, criminal justice programs, and social
service programs.

b. Programs not open and available on any equal basis to all residents of
Fresno County.

C. Programs which promote religious or sectarian purposes.



d. Scholarships, grants or other payments to individuals for educational
purposes.

e. Except as herein allowed, programs of local, state or federal governments
or their subsidiaries.

f. Out-of-state travel expense.

g. Programs or policies that discriminate against any individual or group on
the basis of race, sex, color, ethnicity, religious preference, or national origin in the
operation of facilities or in membership policies.

SECTION 5. Severability and Construction

If any provision of this ordinance, or part thereof, is for any reason heid to be invalid or
unconstitutional, the remaining sections shall not be affected, but shall remain in full
force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are severable. The
provisions of this ordinance shall be liberally construed to effectuate its main purpose of
providing funding to programs and services that support zoos, zoological facilities, and
related zoological purposes within Fresno County.

SECTION 6. Sunset Clause

The transactions and use special tax is imposed hereunder at a rate of one-tenth of one
percent (0.10%) for the period of ten (10) years. Any surplus remaining at the end of
the ten-year period shall be utilized in the manner specified hereunder until the funds

are fully utilized.

ALTERNATIVE ACTION:

An alternative action is to solely use the Zoo Authority’s Net Position, which was $1,046,754 as
of April 15, 2014,

DISCUSSION:

Measure Z funding is set to expire after March of 2015 (assuming, for reasons of conservatism,
that the potential pending vote on the renewal of the Measure does not pass). As a result, our
projected revenues for FY 2014-2015 have been estimated to be less than the current year
actual revenues. This will result in total allocations of $185,688 to Zoo Authority.

Also, we estimate that interest revenues will be the same as the previous year, as the available
balance has grown but the interest rate has fallen.

Expenditure appropriations remain the same for Other Services and Supplies while Professional
and Specialized Services have increased $74,849 over the current year adopted budget.

The budget, as presented, would utilize $32,804 of available net position from the Zoo Authority
fund, assuming that all revenues and appropriations occur as outlined.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There are sufficient revenues, available net position, and proposed appropriations to cover the
cost associated with Zoo Authority administration.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Approve reimbursement of $443,554.74 for the deposit of thatch material for African Adventure.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no fiscal impact. The budget for African Adventure was approved in 2013. This
request does not increase the budget.

DISCUSSION:

The Zoo Authority’s Procedures for Approving and Administering Measure Z Funds policy 1.B.3
states:

Reimbursement may only be requested for incurred expenses. No prepaid expenses or
deposits on goods/services will be reimbursed, unless authorized through an Authority
Board action at a public meeting.

The Fresno’s Chaffee Zoo Corp. is requesting the Zoo Authority make an exception to your
policy and approve reimbursement for the deposit for thatch. In most cases, deposits are small,
so the zoo can use its funds and wait a few months to request reimbursement. In this case, the
amount needed for the deposit and the length of time the zoo would have to wait before
submitting for reimbursement would be difficult for the zoo to manage.

The request represents a 50% deposit to Safari Thatch for material that will be used to construct
the lodge in Africa. Safari Thatch, Inc. (see Attachment A), provides themed material such as
thatched roofing, pressure treated eucalyptus poles for themed fencing, and reed ceiling panels
for Zoos and other entertainment attractions, and was the only vendor that responded to bid
requests. Their bid included language requiring a 50% deposit.

Notice is hereby given that at its regularly scheduled meeting on April 30, 2014, the
Board of the Fresno County Zoo Authority (“Authority Board”) will consider adopting an
Ordinance imposing an extension of the countywide transactions and use tax for the
support of zoos, zoological facilities, and related zoological purposes, to be administered
by the State Board of Equalization.

To summarize, the proposed amendments would:

A. Extend the transactions and use tax currently in place, which is set to
expire on March 31, 2015, at the same rate of one tenth of one percent (0.10%) for a
period of ten years beginning April 1, 2015 or the first day of the first calendar quarter
following the execution of a contract with the State Board of Equalization to administer
and collect the tax.

B. Request that the Board of Supervisors place the Ordinance on the ballot
for consideration of the electors in Fresno County at the November 2014 election. The
tax would be imposed in the County if at least two-thirds of the electors vote in favor of
the Ordinance.

C. Define the terms "Capital projects”, "Fresno Chaffee Zoo", and
"Administrative Costs".

D. Apply proceeds of the tax first to reimburse Fresno County for the costs of
the November 2014 election and any election for an extension of the tax.

E. Apply up to 2% of the annual tax proceeds for administrative costs.

F. Distribute the remaining annual tax proceeds to the Fresno Chaffee Zoo,

on a reimbursement basis, for expenditures that fall within the following limitations and
are approved by the Authority: (1) a minimum of two-thirds of the funds shall for capital
projects in the Fresno Chaffee Zoo; (2) up to one-third of the funds shall be available for
operations and maintenance of the Fresno Chaffee Zoo.

G. Require that the Fresno Chaffee Zoo provide the Authority with an annual
use statement demonstrating the use of said funds authorized by the Authority.

H. No proceeds of the tax shall be used by the Fresno Chaffee Zoo for (1)
activities normally funded by a city or county through state, federal and/or local revenues
such as animal control, health care, criminal justice programs, and social service
programs, (2) programs not open and available on an equal basis to all residents of
Fresno County, (3) programs which promote religious or sectarian purposes, (4)
scholarships, grants or other payments to Individuals for educational purposes, (5)
programs of local, state or federal governments or their subsidiaries, (6) out-of-state
travel expense, (7) programs or policies that discriminate against any individual or group
on the basis of race, sex, color, ethnicity, religious preference, or national origin In the
operation of facilities or in membership policies.

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BELOVED MALAYAN TIGER DIES AT FRESNO CHAFFEE 20O

Fresno, CA. — Officials at Fresno Chaffee Zoo are sad to announce that their much-loved male
Malayan tiger, Paka, died April 5, 2014. Animal care staff noticed a significant decline in health
over the last several weeks. During this time, the veterinary and keeper staff closely monitored
his behavior and eating patlerns and consulted with an expert in tiger medicine. In order to

prevent further suffering, the veterinary and keeper staff chose to euthanize Paka on Saturday.

AL 17 years of age, Paka was considered an older figer. Longevity is about 16-20 years for
Malayan tigers. Paka came to Fresno from the San Diego Zoo in October of 2011, He recently
sired the 4 tiger cubs born at Fresno Chaffee Zoo in January. Paka sired 5 litters and a {otal of
14 cubs in his lifetime contributing greatly to the conservation of Malayan tigers.

Paka started showing signs of declining health in September of 2013. Keeping staff noticed an
improvement in health for a short time after that but on March 17, 2014 they noticed a dramatic
change in him, both physically and mentally. “it has been difficull to watch Paka decline, he was
a very active and vocal tiger who was always engaged with our staff and guests,” states
Assistant Curator Lyn Myers, “He was 8 joy to work with and he will be missed by all.”

A preliminary necropsy is being performed. Final laboratory results regarding cause of Paka's
decline in health will not be avallable for several weeks.

The Malayan iger (Panthera Hgris jacksoni) is a tiger subspecies that inhabits the southern and
central parts of the Malay Peninsula and has been classified as endangesred by 1UCN in 2008,
The Malayan and the Indochinese tiger were once thought o be the same subspecies, however
recent DNA analysis has shown that they are different enough to warrant their own subspecies
classification. Malayan tigers appear to be a slightly smaller subspecies with the average length
of a male being 8116 in (259 cm), and that of a female being 7 ft 10 in (239 cm). Experts believe
there are approximately 500 Malayan tigers in existence.
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
